Sprouts Day Camp is a “Mother’s” Day Out program for The
Compass Center Foundation volunteers and team members.
Immersed in farm and garden life, children will be given the space for
self discovery and learning within a consistent weekly rhythm. We
incorporate an accredited Waldorf-inspired curriculum, and lean into a
Reggio Emilia approach of following the children’s interests. This is an
outdoor program with farmhouse learning spaces for harsh weather
days. Organic lunch and snack are provided.

Rates above are for the 9AM to 3PM daytime program. The Afternoon Garden Program information is distributed
separately. Invoices are sent monthly via Quickbooks, 15 days before the due date.

 How we eat plays a huge role in our moods, energy levels and overall health. Integrative nutrition and self care
are important aspects of our curriculum, so it comes naturally that we want to provide nourishing meals during

the program as part of the overall learning experience. We will be providing lunch and snacks for the children. We
will not serve the children refined sugar, but we will provide a nutritious sweet every once in a while. Lunch will

usually consist of a warm soup in cold weather months or sandwiches in hot weather months, roasted chicken or
sausage, crackers, olives or hard boiled eggs, biscuits or muffins, and fresh fruit and vegetables. If you have

other special food requirements or allergies please let us know. This means you don’t need to pack a lunch box!

FOOD AND SNACK 

The Compass Center Foundation’s Sprouts Day Camp is a farm and garden program with the goal of bringing
the values of self-care, community and interconnected living back to childhood education. We believe children
thrive when they feel their days are filled with purpose, when they are surrounded by people working toward a
common goal, and when they are given the time and space to figure things out. Our program is outdoors and

located on a working farm and orchard. Kids will learn life skills, be involved in food production and animal care,
and spend time observing nature and playing. Kids need to dress appropriately! See gear recommendations

below. We will utilize our indoor discovery rooms for warming up and special activities.

2025-2026 FINANCIAL AGREEMENT 

Sprouts Day Camp rates are as listed in the information packet. Deposit is due to reserve your child’s
schedule. The remaining balance is divided into 7 payments due on the first of the month from September -
March.
Payments are accepted via Quickbooks invoicing, or check (made out to The Compass Center Foundation
and mailed to: 5455 Jones Mill Road, Crozet, VA 22932). 
Refund policy: There are no refunds offered for your reserved schedule for any reason. If your child is
suspended from the program, refunds will not be given on any previously paid tuition amount, and you are
not obligated to pay any remaining unpaid tuition amount.
Cancellation policy: If your student needs to withdraw from the program for any personal reason, you are still
obligated to your tuition amount. 
If your child is absent for any reason on a day that you had reserved, we do not offer refunds. 
We follow Albemarle County Public School closures due to community emergencies and inclement weather.
Refunds are not offered if our program is cancelled due to school closures for weather or other community
emergencies. 
If an invoice is not paid in time, a $5/day late charge will be incurred. 
There is a 5 minute grace period for pick up, after which there will be a $1/minute late pick up fee. 
There is a $35.00 returned check fee on all checks returned by the bank.
